Computing

Children will learn how information technology (IT) is used in our
everyday lives. We will start with IT in the home and then explore
how IT is used in places such as shops, libraries, and hospitals. They
will discuss the responsible use of technology, and how to make

smart choices when using it.

Art
In art this term we will be learning about colour with a focus on
drawing and painting around the theme ‘Birds Of Paradise’. They
will be learning about how to draw lines of different thickness and
how to use colours to create different tones.

History
This term we will be learning about significant historical events. We

will be focusing on Guy Fawkes. Children will learn about who Guy
Fawkes was and why he was a significant person in history. They will
learn what the Gunpowder plot was and will also learn about why
Guy Fawkes was involved in the Gunpowder plot. To find out about

Music
Children will learn songs, learn to play recorder and learning about
musical terms such as beat, rhythm, pitch, high and low.

PSHE
Children will be will be building on their understanding of
the ‘The Zones of Regulations’. They will continue to use
this to identify and speak about their feelings. They will
also learn that we all have similarities and differences and
that we should still accept and respect one another.

Maths
This term, children will consolidate their flu-
ency in count ing in steps of 2, 3, 5and 10
from any number, forwards and backwards.
They will practice read ing and writing num-
bers to 100 in numerals and words correctly.
Children will learn to recognise the place
value of each digit in a two-digit number
(tens and ones). They will then partition two
— digit numbers into tens and ones to
demonstrate their understanding of place
value. They will order numbers to 100, com-
pare numbers using the <. > and = signs and
will
