English

In Literacy the children will start the term
writing a non-chronological report based on
their learning about ‘The Stone Age’.

Next they will be learning about ‘Stories with
a familiar setting’ using the book, Tales of
Wisdom and Wonder by Hugh Lupton. Chil-
dren will review the main characters, plot
and setting of different stories. They will focus
on using a variety of sentences in their writ-
ing e.g. compound and complex sentenc-
es. Finally, children will write their story with a
clear description of a setting using the sen-
tence structures they have practiced.

Art

This term children will be making art using a variety of me-

dia and linking their learning to the Stone Age cave paint-
ings.

Geography

This term , your child will be learning about settlements in
geography. This fopic will cover the different types of set-
tlements, such as rural, urban, and suburban areas. The
lessons will also explore how settlements change over time,

influenced by a range of factors.
