* Be able to wash own hands * Recognise numbers to 10

e Put on own shoes and socks *  Write some numbers to 10
* Put on coat and do zip *  Name simple shapes

e Eat using knife and fork

Speaking & Literacy: Listening and understanding:
* Show an interest in books * Be able to tidy up

* Recognise and begin to write own name *  Follow instructions

* Talk about themselves, needs & feelings * Share and take turns

* Ask and answer simple questions * Talk to other children
